Francis Charles Hingston was born in Truro on 31 March 1833, and
educated al Truro Grammar School, and later at Exeter College Oxford,
graduating BA in 1855 and MA in 1858. He was ordained deacon in 1856
and priest three years later.

In 1860 he married Martha Randolph, only daughter of Herbert Randolph,
the incumbent of Melrose, Roxburghshire, and at the wish of his father-in-
law, he added the name Randolph to his own and adopted Hingeston, the
supposed earfier form of the spelling of his family swname. Francis and
Martha had four sons and six daughters.

That same year he became Rector of Ringmore, and the patronage of the
living afterwards became invested in his family, which may suggest that
the young clergyman married into a wealthy family. Often using his own
funds, he restored All Hallows Church, extended the Rectory (now Oid
Castle), and built a Lodge to the Rectory and a school house for the
village

In 1885 he was made a Prebendary of Exeter Cathedral, and was Ruwral
Dean of Woodleigh from 1879-1890.

He published historical dissertations on many subjects (especially church
architecture), including “Specimens of Ancient Cornish Crosses and
Fonts" at the age of 17. He was often consulted about the restoration of
West Country churches

Hingeston-Randolph remained Rector of Ringmore for 50 years, dying at
the Rectory on 27 August 1910. He, and several members of his family,

are buried in the churchyard.
